Registration and Withdrawal Policy

Club registration fees may be paid by post-dated-cheques.  The total registration fee must be paid for each swimmer, and will not be prorated for swimmers intending to swim for a portion of the season.

The club is required to pay a registration fee to the Alberta Summer Swimming Association.  If you decide to withdraw your swimmer from the club before May 30th and the president is informed in writing of your decision, your registration fees will be refunded, less expenses incurred by the swimmer (A.S.S.A. registration etc.).

Refunds after May30th will be for medical reasons only.

The World of BINGO

News from the Bingo Chair

 For the 2008 Swim year we are making some adjustments to the Bingo Fundraising  to accommodate changes  to revenue  and changes at Red Deer Bingo.  This year the club has to work a minimum bingo/month to remain active at the Bingo hall due to increased need for more active groups of workers.  Although Bingo revenues have slipped in the past years the need for groups and volunteers remains strong so it has made this a requirement to keep volunteer groups active at the Bingo hall.

Last year we worked 8.5 bingos and this year we will work 11 plus any extra's we can accommodate for added revenues.   Therefore 12 workers x 12 bingos means 144 spots divided by 3 bingo's/swimmer will mean we need 48+ swimmers.

So after all the math, here are the changes for this year.

2008 Bingo Guidelines

Each Swimmer requires a commitment of 3 Bingo's worked within Swim Year.

Each Bingo spot has Revenue Value of $75.00.   Bingo's can continue to be paid out in advance for $225.00 / Swimmer or $75.00 each Bingo.

3 Bingo Dates must be selected by May 5/08 or Random dates will be given to you.  If you are unable to work this date you must find a replacement or your deposit cheque will be cashed.

We are looking for any volunteers within the club (swimmers 18yr +, parents, or helpers) to be put forward to work extra bingos at a Value of $50.00 per bingo.

These changes will make it easier to plan and provide increased future revenue's to the club.   Looking forward to working with you all this year.
