Welcome to Marlin’s 2010 Swim Season

All forms for Registration can be found on line at www.reddeermarlins.org. Please take the time to print your forms and complete them as it will help save time on Registration day.  Please be sure to bring multiple blank cheques as they will be needed for fees and bingo deposits.  Marlins does not have the ability to accept debit or credit cards.  Cash or cheques welcome.  At registration you will have an opportunity to try on and order any Marlins clothing you will need for the season.

Registration Fees for the 2010 season are $325.00 per swimmer which includes a technical shirt with the swimmer’s name on it, a Marlins Swim cap, and a swimmer’s log book.  If a family has more than two swimmers joining the club, there are family rates available at $250.00 for the third child and $200.00 for every child after that.  Please remember to bring Alberta Health Care and an email address for club communication.

Registration and Withdrawal Policy:

Club registration fees may be paid by post dated cheques.  The total registration fee must be paid for each swimmer and will not be prorated for swimmers intending to swim for a portion of the season.  The club is required to pay a registration fee to the Alberta Summer Swimming Association (ASSA).  If you decide to withdraw your swimmer from the club before May 30th, and the president is informed in writing of your decision, your registration fees will be refunded less expenses incurred by the swimmer. Refunds after May 30th will be for medical reasons only.

Equipment Information:

This year we have researched different clothing companies and their tracksuits to come up with, what we believe, to be the best options for our team.  The company we have chosen to purchase our shirts and tracksuits from is Pro-Stitch Apparel.

This year, free with registration, you will receive a moisture wicking shirt.  This shirt is designed to dry quickly on our children as they are in and out of the pool several times through out the day.  This shirt will be logo’d with the Marlins logo and will have your child’s name on it.
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Pro-Stitch Apparel will have this shirt available in a navy blue for any parents wishing to purchase a shirt for officiating. 

 

Also, available for purchase from Pro-Stitch Apparel will be a tracksuit.   This tracksuit (shown below) will be logo’d with the Marlins logo and will have your child’s name on it.

Pro-Stitch Apparel will accept Visa, MC, cheque and cash.
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Equipment and swimsuits will also be available for purchase.  Swimsuits will have the new coloring on them.  (See attached logo photo).  A size kit will be available at registration for your child to try on various suit sizes to get the right fit.  All suits must be purchased in advance and will not be refunded. All swimsuit orders MUST be placed by April 1st at the latest.

Swimsuit prices for girls/ladies will be between $41.00 and $44.00 +GST and boys/ men between $32.50 and $36.00 +GST.

 

 If you wish to purchase boards or fins the catalogue will be available.  You can also visit their web site under www.team-aquatic.com .  We receive team 2 pricing for all of our purchases.

 

Suits are purchased from Team-Aquatic out of Calgary.  You will be able to put your Team-Aquatic purchase onto the same cheque you pay your registration fees on.  You will NOT be able to put your purchases to Pro-Stitch Apparel onto that cheque.
Marlins Caps will be distributed after all registrations have been received.

 

Additional caps will be sold at a cost of $10.50 if we have some caps remaining after distribution.

Bingo Policy: 

The Red Deer Marlins Swim Club is required to work a minimum of one bingo per month. 

The requirement is still 3 bingos per swimmer. You can start today to bank your bingos before the season starts.   There are 2 different options when it comes to the Bingos:

1. Pay out your Bingos:
Each person in the past has been responsible for working 3 bingos/swimmer. We have decided that we can offer the option to pay out the Bingos at a cost of $75.00/Bingo x 3 Bingos/swimmer = $225.00/swimmer. 
2. Work bingos:
We will have a sign up sheet at registration with Bingo dates available for you to sign up for.
